IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator Award

The following information is a summary of the details related to the conduct of the IEEE  IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator  Award.

1. Purpose
IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator Award was established to honor innovators who contributed to the technical areas of this department.  The award may be presented annually to an individual, for meritorious contributions to the advancement of power conversion technologies through innovations and their application to Industry.  The technical field for this award includes, but is not limited to, Electrical Machines, Electrical Drives, Power Electronic systems and Power Electronic Devices. This Award is named in honor of Dr. Gerald Kliman, in memory of his many contributions and innovations to these technical areas.
2. Use of Annual Gift:

It is the intention of the IEEE Foundation that any gifts made to the IEEE Foundation designated for the sponsorship of the IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator  Award  will be used to provide support to cover all expenses related to this Award as mentioned in the use of Annual gift. 

The total annual expenses that can be incurred by the IEEE Foundation shall be no more than $1000.00. The expenses may include:

· Honorarium of not less than US$500
· Engraving of recipient Plaque
· IEEE annual Investment fees
3. Administration:

The IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator  Award  Selection Committee will administer the Award  on behalf of the IEEE foundation, consistent with an agreement between IEEE Foundation and General Electric Company.  The selection committee shall consist of at least one person from each of the technical committees of the IEEE IAS IPCS department. Except for the first year, the previous year award winner will also be a member of the selection committee.  The awards Chair of the department will chair the selection committee. The committee will select the final candidate based on the theme of the award as given in section 1 and the eligibility requirements in section 4. The award will be given at a major IAS sponsored conference.

4. Eligibility and Selection:

There are no restrictions as to IEEE membership, age, or gender. Criteria considered by the IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator Award Selection Committee shall include: 

· Examples of demonstrated innovation

· Patents

· Inventions that are widely adapted by the industry

· Generation of innovative body of knowledge disseminated through technical papers

· Breadth of interest and contribution to a body of knowledge
·  Depth of engagement and technical contributions to that body of knowledge 

· An overall body of work which exemplifies the spirit of technical excellence and broad scope of knowledge 
· Quality of technical achievement

·  Enhancement of technology

·  Impact on the relevant technical community and the profession

·  Benefit to society

·  The quality of the nomination 

 A recipient will be selected when in the judgment of the IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator  Award  Selection Committee.  If suitable candidates are not available the committee can recommend to forfeit the award for that year. 

Judgment will be based on the nominator’s write-up, the endorsement letters, and personal knowledge of the IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator Award  Selection Committee’s expert members.  Voting will be under the leadership of the chair and the outcome will be based on the majority consensus.

5. Nominations:

Nominations will be solicited through the IAS magazine or similar publications and through any other means deemed appropriate to the Technical Committees. Any person may nominate or support a candidate for the IEEE IAS Industrial Power Conversion Systems Department Gerald Kliman Innovator Award  with the following exceptions:

6. Announcement of Award Recipient: Articles describing the award recipient(s) may be published in IEEE IAS magazine or such publications.  The announcement of the Award and the recipient(s) in IEEE Technical Society magazines and electronic newsletters will be at the discretion of the Society. Additionally, the recipients are requested to provide a list of the external publications to which they would like the IEEE to provide news releases, but publication of such will be at the discretion of the publication’s editor. 

7. Presentation of Awards: The presentation venue for the Award is approved by the recipient(s) and usually occurs at an IEEE IAS conference, relevant to the technical field being honored by the award.
